FACILITIES

The consultants visited each district and the administrators provided guided tours of their facilities. All of the facilities were in excellent condition, and all were neat and very clean. It is evident that the administration and boards of education take pride in their buildings by providing the proper care and maintenance necessary. 

ATHENS COMMUNITY UNIT NO. 213


The Athens School District is located on three separate sites.  Elementary and Intermediate Schools are located in Cantrall and the Junior High and Senior High are located in Athens and share the same facilities. The district is 82 square miles and has 4 attendance centers. Total capital assets of the district are $26,141,489.

Athens Elementary School: (Cantrall Elementary) 

The elementary school was built in 1952. Additions were added in 1995 and 2004. The one story facility has 26 classrooms, a building capacity of 650 students, and has 46,960 square feet of building space. Presently, 384 students are enrolled in grades kindergarten through third grade. 

The entire building is handicap assessable and the building has its own cafeteria and gymnasium. The Athens elementary building is in compliance with the Illinois School Building Code. The 1952 wing contains asbestos, but the 1995 and 2004 additions do not contain asbestos.  

Athens Intermediate School: (Cantrall Intermediate)

Newly constructed in 2005, the Cantrall Intermediate School is a one-story facility with a total of 50,000 square feet of building space and a building capacity of 525 students. The intermediate houses grades four through six. Currently there are 236 students enrolled in the 21-classroom facility. The Intermediate school is fully handicap assessable and is equipped with its own cafeteria, band room, media center, and full size gymnasium with locker rooms. 

The Athens intermediate building is in compliance with the Illinois School Building Code. The building contains no asbestos. 

Athens Junior High/Senior High School: (Athens) 


The junior high/senior high building was built in 1967. An addition was added in 1974 and another addition added in 1995. The one-story facility houses the junior high and high school. The junior high wing has 19 classrooms, a building capacity of 475 students, and has 32,050 square feet of building space. Presently, 168 students are enrolled in grades seven and eight.

The Athens junior high wing is in compliance with the Illinois School Building Code and does contain asbestos. 

The high school wing has 25 classrooms, a building capacity of 550 students, and has 64,100 square feet of building space. Currently, there are 313 students enrolled in grade nine through twelve.

The Athens high school is in compliance with the Illinois School Building Code and does contain asbestos.

Included in the one-story facilities are a band room, library, shop, multi-purpose room, cafeteria, and a full size gymnasium equipped with locker rooms. The entire facility is handicap assessable.

The Athens School District No. 213 has a new athletic complex with a football stadium, locker room facility and concession area. An all weather track is also included within the stadium area. Separate baseball and softball fields are within the complex. There is adequate parking for spectators. 

Within the Athens School District is a bus garage built in 2002. The garage houses 20 buses. The structure is in compliance with the Illinois School Building Code and contains no asbestos.   

GREENVIEW  COMMUNITY UNIT NO. 200

The Greenview School District is located on one site. The district is 83 square miles and has one attendance center. Total capital assets of the district are $2,605,327.

Greenview Elementary School 

The elementary school was built in 1977. The one story facility has 9 classrooms, a building capacity of 25 students per classroom, and has 12,284 square feet of building space. There are 127 students are enrolled in grades kindergarten through sixth grade.

The building was built with the open classroom concept. Presently, partisans were added to make individual classrooms, which surround the elementary library.   
The elementary building is handicap assessable and is in compliance with the Illinois School Building Code. The building contains asbestos.

Greenview High School  


The high school was built in 1949 and has 13 classrooms, which has a building capacity of 25 students per classroom. The building has 19,675 square feet of building space. In 1956 a two classrooms addition was added which contains two Art rooms. The band room was added in 1960. In 1966 the library was added. Presently, 44 students are enrolled in grades seven and eight and 67 students are enrolled in grades nine through twelve. 


The building is equipped with a full size gymnasium and locker rooms and a multi-purpose room, which also serves as the cafeteria for the entire district (K-12). The high school building is handicap assessable and is in compliance with the Illinois School Building Code. It does contain asbestos. 


In 1999 a portable classroom was added and houses 2 classrooms with the capacity of 25 students per classroom. The facility has 1632 square feet of building space and has restroom facilities. 

The elementary building is handicap assessable and is in compliance with the Illinois School Building Code. The building does not contain asbestos.

 PORTA COMMUNITY UNIT NO. 202

The PORTA School District is located on four separate sites.  Tallula Elementary is located in Tallula. Petersburg Elementary, PORTA Central, and PORTA Junior/Senior High are located in Petersburg. The district is 177 square miles and has 4 attendance centers. Total capital assets of the district are $27,457,071.

Tallula Elementary School 

The Tallula elementary school was built in 1922. The two-story facility has 9 classrooms and has 20,000 square feet of building space. Presently, 77 students are enrolled in grades kindergarten through third grade. 

The building is not handicap assessable and the building has its own cafeteria and gymnasium. The Tallula elementary building is in compliance with the Illinois School Building Code and it does contain asbestos.  

Petersburg Elementary School

The Petersburg elementary school is a two-story facility that has 19 classrooms and 44,000 square feet of building space. Additions were added in 1963 and 1998. Presently, 295 students are enrolled in grades kindergarten through second grade. 

The building is not handicap assessable and the building has its own multi-purpose room, which also serves as a cafeteria. The building is equipped with a gymnasium. The Petersburg elementary building is in compliance with the Illinois School Building Code and it does contain asbestos.  

PORTA Central

Newly constructed in 1998, the PORTA Central is a one-story facility with a total of 56,800 square feet of building space. The building houses grades three through six. Currently there are 339 students enrolled in the 27-classroom facility. PORTA Central is fully handicap assessable and is equipped with its own art room, band room, media center, and full size gymnasium. The building has a multi-purpose room which serves as its cafeteria. 

PORTA Central is in compliance with the Illinois School Building Code. The building contains no asbestos. 

PORTA Junior/Senior High School

The junior high/senior high building was built in 1973. An addition was added in 1998. The one-story facility houses the junior high and high school. The building has 45 classrooms and has 101,000 square feet of building space. Presently, 193 students are enrolled in grades seven and eight. There are 409 students enrolled in grades nine through twelve.   

The building is equipped with a full size gymnasium and locker rooms, auditorium with stage, cafeteria, band room, library, auto shop, industrial shop, welding shop, and agriculture shop. There is a full size swimming pool with adjacent shower room, which is also used by the community. A newly added fitness center has been added recently and is equipped with the latest fitness equipment. Athletic teams and physical education classes use the fitness center daily. The fitness center was constructed through local donations.

The building is in compliance with the Illinois School Building Code and does contain asbestos. The entire facility is handicap assessable.
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
