ENROLLMENT HISTORY AND PROJECTIONS

Enrollment is an important aspect for any school district or Board of Education considering reorganization. It is useful to know what the district looks like today, in five years and beyond. There are also unknown external factors that can affect school enrollment – new businesses can open, old business can close, subdivisions can develop and unemployment can sky rocket. Each year more and more districts are looking for ways to combat the effects of dwindling enrollments and decreased revenues.
The three schools involved in this study have different grade configurations. Athens and PORTA School Districts are organized as follows: Elementary K – 6: grades 7 & 8 for Junior High School and grades 9 – 12 for High School. Greenview is organized differently. They consider Elementary school as K – 6: and grades 7 – 12 for Junior-Senior High School. 
However, for the purpose of this study the following tables will be displayed as kindergarten through grade six; grades seven and eight; and grades 9 through 12 for comparative reasons.

Prekindergarten enrollment will not be included in this study because programs are funded by grants through the Illinois State Board of Education and students are not eligible for state aid. Some programs include pupils who are only three-years old. Also, state requirements have limitations on the number of students who can be in a class at one time.

Out-of-district special education students, who attend classes in one of these three schools, are not included because they attend school on a tuition bases and their attendance is not calculated for state aid purposes.

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Greenview Community Unit No. 2 has the smallest enrollment with 227 students in grades K – 12, followed by Athens Community Unit No. 1 with 1,022 students and PORTA Community Unit No. 1 has the largest enrollment with 1,176 students. These are September 30, 2009 enrollments.

Looking at the big picture, the three district enrollment since FY05 shows a decrease of 61 students or 2.45 percent. The Greenview School District lost 34 students; PORTA lost 82 students while Athens saw a 55 student increase during these five years.

Table XVIII shows the combined total enrollments of the three participating districts by grade the past five years.

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Projections at the high school level show that Athens would remain the same during the next five years; PORTA High School would lose 47 students, and Greenview High School would lose 10 students. The combined high school would go from 795 in 2010 to 738 in 2014. This loss of 57 students is a about a 7.1 percent decrease.

Table XX shows the five-year junior high school enrollment projection. The combined junior high school projection reveals a loss of 59 students over the five-year period (2010-2014). This is a decrease of 14.8 percent during these years.

Enrollment data are compiled using cohort survival ratios, that is, taking the number of students in grade one and moving them to grade two next year. For high school enrollment, when seniors graduated, students in the eighth grade were moved to the ninth. This was calculated each year and new students were added based on a percentage formula calculated by the consultants.
Combining the current enrollment of the three schools would create a district of 2,425 students with a high school of 795 students in FY10. For this geographical area of Western Illinois, this represents a fairly large district. This should improve tremendously the educational opportunities for each and every student. 

These projections do not include any dramatic change in economic development that would result in a population shift for this area. 


The following table shows enrollment fluctuation for a five year period. For example, Athens kindergarten enrollment in 2005 has 73 pupils. By 2009, this class grew to 87. Likewise, Greenview’s second grade enrollment in 2005 was 21 students and in 2009 dropped to 16. Also, PORTA’s eighth grade enrollment had 117 students in 2005 and by graduation in 2009 dropped to 103.
