Student and teacher comparisons indicated that the districts are similar in many ways. Most students are white, non-Hispanic as are the teaching staffs. Student populations seem stable in all schools with each having a mobility rate of less than 13.5 percent. The dropout rate for Athens and Greenview schools is lower than the state average. However, PORTA’s dropout rate of 3.9% is higher than the state average of 3.5%. Chronic truancy is lower in all three districts than the state average. 

The teaching staff for both schools seems stable. A majority have acquired tenure status in all districts. Approximately one-third of PORTA teachers have MA degrees and above compared to about one-fourth of teachers in the Athens and Greenview districts.

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Chart I is a graph showing the three school district’s participation in the ACT Assessment. This data includes 2009 graduating students’ most recent score either from the ACT national test date or Prairie State Achievement Examination (PSAE) testing. State averages for ACT data are based on regular public schools and do not include private and special purpose schools. 

Table IV shows the results by school district. The numbers represent school district scores by category. Students from Athens and PORTA scored above the state average in everything but Mathematics. Greenview did not score above the state average in any of the categories.

The Illinois Standards Achievement Test (ISAT) is administered to students in grades 3,4,5,7, and 8. The Illinois Measure of Annual Growth in English (IMAGE) is administered to students in state approved transitional programs. The Illinois Alternate Assessment (IAA) is administered to students with disabilities whom Individualized Education Programs (IEPs) indicate that participation in the ISAT or PSAE would not be appropriate. 

Students with disabilities have an IEP or Section 504 Plan. An IEP is a written plan for a child with a disability who is eligible to receive special education services under the Individual with Disabilities Act. A Section 504 Plan is developed to provide reasonable accommodations for a child who meets the definition of a qualified person with a disability under Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act.

In order to protect students’ identities, test data for groups of fewer than five students are not reported.

The ISAT is divided into four levels of performance. The following charts represent the percent of student who scored in levels three (Meets) and four (Exceeds) in each district. The four performance levels are:

Level 1 – Academic Warning -- Student who demonstrates limited knowledge and skills in the subject. Because of major gaps in learning, students apply knowledge and skills ineffectively.

Level 2 – Below Standards – Student work demonstrates basic knowledge and skills in the subject. However, because of gaps in learning, students apply knowledge and skills in limited ways.

Level 3 -- Meets Standards – Student work demonstrates proficient knowledge and skills in subject. Students effectively apply knowledge and skills to solve problems.

Level 4 – Exceeds Standards – Student work demonstrates advanced knowledge and skills in subject. Students creatively apply knowledge and skills to solve problems and evaluate the results.

The following data includes test scores for all students enrolled in the grade who took the examination. There is no desegregation of data. Special Education student scores are included. Table V shows district comparisons in subjects of the ISAT Performance for students in grade 3.

PORTA students scored higher than the state average in both Reading and Mathematics.  Athens and Greenview students did not meet the state average in either subject. 
The Prairie State Achievement Examination (PSAE) measures the achievement of grade 11 students relative to the Illinois Learning Standards for Reading, Mathematics, and Science. 

The PSAE includes three components: (1) ISBE – developed science assessment; (2) the ACT Assessment which includes reading, mathematics, and science tests; and (3) two WorkKeys assessments (Reading for Information and Applied Mathematics). 

The PSAE is divided into four levels of performance. The following Tables represent the percent of student who scored in each of four performance levels in their district. The four performance levels are:

Level 1 – Academic Warning -- Student who demonstrates limited knowledge and skills in the subject. Because of major gaps in learning, students apply knowledge and skills ineffectively.

Level 2 – Below Standards – Student work demonstrates basic knowledge and skills in the subject. However, because of gaps in learning, students apply knowledge and skills in limited ways.

Level 3 -- Meets Standards – Student work demonstrates proficient knowledge and skills in subject. Students effectively apply knowledge and skills to solve problems.

Level 4 – Exceeds Standards – Student work demonstrates advanced knowledge and skills in subject. Students creatively apply knowledge and skills to solve problems and evaluate the results

The major goal of each district is to have a majority of students (over 50%) fall into Level 3 (Meets) and Level 4 (Exceeds). Those who meet this expectation are highlighted.
