The Menard County Historical Society is interested in promoting the academic achievement and the community involvement of its citizens.  We are committed to encouraging scholarship, but also recognizing, encouraging, and rewarding those students who are active in local government, civic, charitable, and allied efforts that strengthen Menard County.

This scholarship identifies the qualities of scholarship, volunteerism, and community involvement that are highly desirable in our youth.  It encourages high school students to take an active role in their communities, churches, service organizations, school clubs, and in other organizations that contribute to the health and well being of Menard County.

The Menard County Historical Society provides a monetary reward to those students who are exemplary in both academic achievement and in community service.  In doing so, it identifies role models for other youth, and it clearly underscores the value that the Menard County Historical Society places on scholarship, volunteerism, and community involvement.  

THE AWARD
Each year three awards will be given to graduating seniors.  One scholarship recipient will be selected from each of the three county schools-Athens High School, Greenview High School and PORTA High School.  The amount of each award will be the same, and the amount will be determined by the Menard County Historical Society.  For the 2010 graduating class, the amount is $1000. per scholarship.  

THE AWARD CRITERIA
The intention is to encourage and reward both scholarship and community involvement.  Therefore, awardees will be chosen from graduating high school seniors with a 3.0 (B) average who have documented extensive community, civic, and charitable involvement over the course of their high school careers.

In order to be considered for the Menard County Historical Society Scholarship, the following application must be filled out completely.  Applications are available from each of the district high school guidance counselors.  

This scholarship is for one year and can be used to defray eligible expenditures, such as: tuition, room and board, or fees.  These items are to be considered necessities for a student’s first year at an institution of higher learning.  (An institution of high learning is defined as a college or university that is accredited by a regional or national commission such as the North Central Association.) A check will be mailed directly to the college of the applicant’s choice by August 15, 1010.  If the recipient does not enroll by the fall term following high school graduation, the scholarship will be revoked.  

Applications must be completed and returned to the high school guidance office no later than April 15, 2011.  All requirements must be met before the applicant can be considered for this scholarship.  Winners will be announced at each district’s awards/graduation ceremony.
