NEW BUSINESS

Kent Kull of Moss, Yockey, Brown and Kull, presented the annual audit to the Board of Education. No unusual finding was noted. Stewart made a motion to adopt the Annual Audit.  Churchill seconded the motion.  Upon a call of the roll the following members voted AYE: Bettis, Churchill, Muller, and Schappaugh, Lounsberry, Muller and Stewart. NAY: None.         Steve Taggart, Ameresco representative,  spoke to the Board about the proposed 
facility improvement plan.  The plan included two options for heating and cooling upgrades at the PORTA High School Facility and a wind generator. Other aspects included lighting upgrades for the Central and Elementary building as well as both building being recommissioned as to be more energy efficient. The Board of Education asked Mr. Taggart to investigate other options which included a larger turbine.  Cost saving for the district ranged from $320,000 to $360,000 per year in energy costs. The Board asked to meet with Ameresco on October 30 at a special Board of Education meeting set by President Lounsberry. Muller made a motion to approve Ameresco as the Facility Improvement Project Company for PORTA.  Bettis seconded the motion.  All members present voted AYE. President Lounsberry declared the motion carried.

Stewart made a motion to place the retired Maintenance truck and trailer up for sale on
 closed bids.  Francis seconded the motion.All members present voted AYE. President 
Lounsberry declared the motion carried.

Mr. Brue spoke to the Board about renting the office space at the recently acquired Eaton facility to the Menard Health department.  Mr. Brue explained he would continue contractual negotiations with the Health Department.
