The Ronald & Florence Beaty Scholarship
The total dollar amount available each year will be determined by the Trust Department of the National Bank of Petersburg.  The number of scholarships and the recipients thereof, will be chosen by a scholarship committee appointed by the Porta Community High School Faculty Board. 

The Last Will and Testament of J. Ronald Beaty and Florence Beaty established a trust to be managed by the National Bank of Petersburg as Trustee for the purpose of providing college scholarships to needy or under privilege students graduating from Porta Community High School.  
Scholarship funds must be used for tuition, books, and other educational expenses.  Scholarship funds will be paid by the bank directly to the institution which the student is attending.  

Scholarship funds will be awarded annually to a student or students who exhibit financial need, who have achieved and maintained an excellent scholastic academic record and intend to enroll in and attend a four-year accredited college or university.

The objective of the trust is to provide educational opportunity to students who would otherwise not be able to afford it.  Financial need is the primary criterion for selection.
