BACKPACK TAGS

It is a known fact that attendance plays an important role in a student’s ability to reach his/her maximum
educational potential. Tallula Elementary will reward perfect attendance each month with backpack
tags for students in grades 1-3. They will receive a different tag for each month they have perfect
attendance. A 4” chain will be given out with the first tag the child receives. If a child is sick or has a
doctor’s appointment one month and doesn’t get a tag, the child’s attendance will start over the first day of
the following month. The correct amount of time a child is here daily will be figured by the computer, and
at the end of each month, we will print out the names of the students who qualify for a new tag. The
children seem to enjoy this idea and we ask parents to try to schedule appointments at times that will not
interfere with students earning their tags. Students are asked to take care of their tags as the chains
and tags will not be replaced. We will begin earning tags in the month of September. Good Luck!

Access is a secure internet based website that allows you to easily keep track of nearly everything your
student does while at school. Among other things, this new service will allow you to view your student’s
attendance (K-12), grades (5-12), schedule (7-12), food service balance (K-12), and emergency
information (K-12). Family Access is a free service and is available to all parents with children enrolled in
the PORTA District.

In order to begin using Family Access, you need to register for a login and password. Please send an
email to skyward@porta202.org with your name, student or students names, phone number, preferred
login and password. Upon receipt of this information, you are authorizing PORTA CUSD #202 to set up
your account.
