We have been very busy working on
writing letters and learning their sounds.
We have been working with short o (fox,
mop, etc...) words. Our recent
vocabulary words include: curious, doubt,
and exhausted.

We are beginning a new math unit where we
will be working with time and money. First,
we will learn to tell time to the hour.

We are still counting by both 10’s and 5’s to
100. We just began counting by 2’s to 10.
Eventually, we will count by 2’s to 20. Also,
we still writing numbers 1-20, so be sure to
practice this at home!!!
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
